The Rosary
Pope Benedict XVI has asked Catholics to pray daily Rosaries.

1 If you had the chance to talk to
Blesseds Mother Teresa and John
Paul 1l, wouldn’t you? Christ is
infinitely greater, and you have the
chance to talk with him every day.

8 Mental prayer helps soften your
heart.

Quick Tip If you get “stuck,” you
can slowly repeat the words of a
simple prayer like “My God, | adore
your divine greatness from the
depths of my littleness.”

The Basic Rosary

1. Holding the crucifix, make the Sign of the Cross.

2. Holding the fifth bead up from the crucifix, announce the first
mystery, then pray the Our Father. Pray 10 Hail Marys, one on each
bead, while meditating on the mystery. End with: Glory be to the Fa-
ther and to the Son and to the Holy Spirit. As it was in the beginning,
is now and ever shall be, world without end. Amen.

3. Continue with the second, third, fourth and fifth mysteries in the
same way.

4. Pray the Hail, Holy Queen.

5. End with the Sign of the Cross.

Quick Tip God likes to converse
with you the way you like to
converse with others: He doesn’t
want you to rattle on and hardly :

notice him. 9 Christ doesn’t want you to pray
because you have to. He wants you
i to pray because he loves you and

i likes talking to you.

Talk to God

Pope John Paul Il thought
prayer was so important,
he dedicated a year to the
Rosary. Pope Benedict XVI
directed these beautiful
words to Americans during
his visit:

2 Don't you talk frequently, and
for significant amounts of time, to

“Is it consistent for practicing
Catholics to ignore or exploit
the poor and the marginalized,
to promote sexual behavior
contrary to Catholic moral
teaching or to adopt positions
that contradict the right to life
of every human being from
conception to natural death?

“Any tendency to treat religion
as a private matter must be
resisted. Only when their

faith permeates every aspect
of their lives do Christians
become truly open to the trans-
forming power of the Gospel.”

Precepts of the Church

You shall ...

M attend Mass on Sundays and on
holy days of obligation and remain

free from work or activity that could

impede the sanctification of such
days;

M confess your sins at least once a
year;

M receive the sacrament of the
Eucharist at least during the Easter
season;

M observe the days of fasting (Ash
Wednesday; Good Friday) and absti-
nence (Fridays) established by the
Church; and

H help to provide for the needs of
the Church.

Quick Tip

Books to own: Bible (get a Catholic
edition), the Catechism of the
Catholic Church and the Com-
pendium of the Catechism of

the Catholic Church (the shorter
Vatican Catechism in question-and-
answer format).

Season 1 advent, starting four

Sundays before Christmas, is a time
to prepare for Christmas. Use it as
a time to invite people to return to
church.

Season 2 The Christmas
season lasts until the Baptism of
the Lord in January. Make a New

Year's resolution to better follow the

precepts of the Church.

Season 3 Lent lasts from Ash

Wednesday to Palm Sunday. Start a
new practice: daily Rosary or daily
Mass.

Season 4 The Easter season

is longer than Lent because Christ’s

resurrection is the basis of our faith.

All year, each Sunday recalls Easter.
Reserve Sundays for your family.
